Follow the footpath across Higginson Park to the river bank and head upstream on the towpath, away from the
town.

After about |2 miles, carry straight on for a detour to Temple Lock, or continue the walk by turning right and
following the waymarks away from the river.

At Low Grounds Farm, for a shorter walk, take the footpath heading back towards Marlow, otherwise turn left
at East Lodge and head towards Harleyford Manor.

Cross the drive and follow the waymarked route uphill past the club house. Continue up the steps and follow
the path past Home Farm House.

Follow the path to the A4155, cross the road and follow the verge to join the footpath leading past Danesfield
School and up into Rassler Wood.

Continue through the woods, cross a minor road and turn right near the Woodland Trust information board.
Follow the Circular Walk signs through Marlow Common and Davenport Wood and out into open countryside
then back to the A4155 via a small development.

Cross the road and head back towards Marlow along Pound Lane.
